	3 MEDSCOPE progress 
	· ER reminded that MEDSCOPE project is very much linked and important for MedCOF as it is intended to generate different kind of products very relevant for MedCOF activities. Last May, the MEDSCOPE mid-term meeting took place in Milan (Italy); and progress of different work packages was reviewed. Ernesto summarized the progress of different WPs.
	

	4 EMS 2019-MEDSCOPE session 

	· As in past year, a specific session devoted to MEDSCOPE project will take place in the frame of EMS 2019 conference (Copenhagen, 9-13 Sep 2019). Though it was intended to present MEDSCOPE results, it is open to everyone; highly recommended for MedCOF members. A summary of the main results of this session could be presented in the Pre-COF meeting. 
	

	5 Preparation of MedCOF 13

	It was agreed to accept the invitation of the Georgian Met Service to host MedCOF13 in the 3rd week of November to avoid overlap with ArabCOF meeting planned for the 4th week of November. AH reported about much less budget than initially thought. 
· It was agreed to insist on the self-funding scheme as discussed in MedCOF-11 and already announced in the MedCOF-12 invitation letter. WMO will cover only in exceptional cases, travel expenses.

· It seems that AEMET can still maintain this year the support for North African countries.. The WMO fund would be mainly restricted to a few countries. AH will report on this item. 

· The specific dates for MedCOF-13 were finally approved: Monday 18 to Wednesday 20 November. 
· ER will liaise with Silvio Gualdi for the preparation of the MEDSCOPE project contribution to the pre-COF day which will be mainly focused on the CS-Toolbox. AH suggested the possibility to open the CS-toolbox for participants 
 
	· AH and ER and Georgian host will prepare “instructions for participants” document and report to the remaining members of the MG. 
· ER will check the availability of AEMET funding.

· ER and Silvio will discuss and prepare a proposal of contribution of MEDSCOPE to the pre-COF and report to the MG.
