Memorandum of Understanding

The duties and responsibilities for the preparation of a Bid together will be established specifically for each project in the preliminary meetings and will be according to the action plan agreed on the meetings posterior to the signing of this Memorandum of Understanding. 
Any confidential information, or information identified as confidential by any Partner, which might be exchanged within the terms of this MOU will be treated as confidential by the Partners and will not be disclosed to any third party. 
Furthermore, in order to strengthen and officialize the partnership at the eyes of the clients, the partnership will be advertised in the websites of the each of the Partners, and references of each of them can be used when bidding to regional projects.
Funding.

All pre-contract expenses shall be settled as follows with each Associate to bear its own related costs, including the time of its in-house personnel, incurred by it in connection with the preparation of the Application/Proposal preparation and, if successful, the share will be according to the previous meetings between Partners conducted for the specific project opportunities and the contract negotiation with the Client.

Duration.

This MOU is at-will and may be modified by mutual consent of authorized officials from OIKO LOGICA or ACMAD. This MOU shall become effective upon signature by the authorized officials from both Partners and will remain in effect until modified or terminated by any one of the partners by mutual consent. In the absence of mutual agreement by the authorized officials from OIKO LOGICA or ACMAD this MOU shall end one year after its signing.
