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LETTER OF INTENT

Letter of Intent (LOI) for participating as a subcontractor of VITO in the preparation of a proposal and execution of the contract for “FAO COMPLIANT CLIMATE SERVICE FOR THE AGRICULTURAL SECTOR IN MALAWI, ZAMBIA & MOZAMBIQUE” with reference C3S_428 Use Cases (the Project), initiated by the ECMWF (the Client).
The African Centre of Meteorological Applications for Development, with registered office situated at 55, Avenue des ministeres PL 6, Niamey-Niger represented by Andre KAMGA FOAMOUHOUE, hereinafter called ACMAD, accepts the terms and conditions set out in the tender documents and declares the following:
I. shall participate in the Project on an exclusive basis, i.e. it shall not quote and/or execute the service covered by the tender documents, alone or in a combination with third parties, without the prior written consent of VITO, until the Client decides not to award the Project to VITO. For the avoidance of doubt, this exclusivity applies only to the Project and not to any other separate contracts for services not foreseen in the tender documents;
II. shall support and assist VITO in preparing a proposal for the Project and shall promptly provide to VITO all data necessary for the preparation of the proposal;
III. at the request of VITO, shall actively participate in the meetings and negotiations up to the awarding or abandoning of the Project by the Client;

IV. the tasks and deliverables of ACMAD in the Project, will be decided in agreement between parties during the preparation of the proposal for the Project;

V. in the event the proposal of VITO is selected by the Client, ACMAD commits itself to participate in the Project as foreseen in the proposal and in line with the tender specifications, shall allocate the agreed resources, and respect the agreed planning and deadlines;
VI. is aware of the fact that the participation in the preparation of a proposal is at its own risk and shall cover its own costs related to the preparation and submission of the Proposal, as well as the preparation, negotiation and conclusion of the following agreement(s);
VII. shall be solely liable for its own acts or omissions towards third parties. VITO nor ACMAD  shall be liable to each other for any damage, provided such damage was not caused by a willful act or by a breach of confidentiality. VITO nor ACMAD shall be responsible to the other for any indirect or consequential loss or similar damage such as, but not limited to, loss of profit, loss of revenue or loss of contracts;
VIII. will not disclose to any third party any information received related to the preparation of the proposal, nor the fact that it is participating in the preparation of the proposal for the Project without the prior written consent of VITO and ensures that the information disclosed and/or provided by VITO or other participants to the preparation of the proposal is treated as strictly confidential and will be used solely in accordance with the provisions of this letter of intent. ACMAD shall not use such confidential information for any other purpose other than for the purpose of preparing the proposal;
IX. shall not transfer any of its rights nor obligations under the present LOI to a third party without the prior written consent of VITO;
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This LOI shall come into force upon its signature by the Parties and shall terminate, upon the earliest dates of:

· VITO’s decision not to submit a bid for the Project;

· the end of the validity period specified in the tender documents or a later date if an extension is granted to VITO by the Client;

· the decision of the Client not to award the Project to VITO;

· the signature of the final Subcontracting agreement between VITO and ACMAD
